Iver Parish Council issued a lengthy questionnaire to each of the 4000 + housesit $&evaim was to
provide a background for a Parish Plan, to which the residents had the opportunity to contiobeiteadN
taken of their perception of the Parish in the past, at present and in the future. 32% of tieusspohded,
as did almost 3,000 individuals.

It was recognised that there were significant differences in each dirégewards — Iver, Iver Heath and
Richings Park. A number of Parish consultation meetings were held which revaved d@ie community
and the environment, crime, traffic, planning, transport, recreational gil@ducation, youth and the more
mature.

It was accepted that some major improvements were required and that theeedsfer much more detailed
consultations that should be tackled on a project by project basis. The index of multiplatdepior Iver
Village is substantially higher than anywhere else in South Bucks, but the Rdridd has a very stable
population with 54% having lived here for more than 16 years.

We welcome the opportunity of working with the County Council, District Council, Beacorirtgpltealth
Authority, Thames Valley Police and other partners in addressing alicagriissues and thank the many
volunteers who have so willingly become involved.
